What is our curriculum? 

Worship KidStyle: Session at a Glance
· Introduction to Worship: A brief introduction presents the session's theme through fun, exciting activities. 
· Worship: Kids will sing along to cool music videos and participate in Bible study, prayer time, offering, and fun review activities. 
· Application Activities (Small-group orientation): Guides kids to worship through Arts & Crafts, Dramatic Play, Games, and Exploration & Discovery 
· Wrap-Up: Kids come together in a large group Wrap-Up time to review

Do we have snacks?  Kendra will keep classrooms stocked with snacks.

Which activities should I pick? There are activities given for both elementary and preschool. You can pick and choose which and how many activities you wish to do from your age group and ignore the others. The younger preschoolers have a very limited attention span and will spend part of the time in free play.

How do I get supplies for crafts/activities? The classrooms have basic supplies like glue, scissors, crayons, etc. If there are special things needed for a craft or activity you choose, you can contact Kendra. If you purchase supplies, you can turn your receipts into Veda. Please take a few moments to look through the closets/cupboards to see what other basic supplies are kept on hand. 

How often or which dates will I be scheduled to teach? The schedule is prepared quarterly and posted to the website at www.ridgeviewbiblechurch.com/events/schedules by Kim Lund 665-3983. The admin team will call you a few days ahead of your scheduled date to remind you. Usually, it will be once every 6 weeks, or twice a quarter. 

Should I have/wear a nametag? We ask all of our teachers to wear their name tags, which will be hanging on a ribbon by the bulletin board in the kitchen. 

Where will I be teaching? The younger preschoolers are in the classroom by the double entry doors facing east. The older preschoolers are meeting at Kids Kampus. There is a rope with colored rings hanging in the kitchen by the nametags. Please ask each child to hold onto the rope when you walk the kids over to Kids Kampus and when you bring them back. 


When does Children’s church start? On the second Sunday of the month, kids are dismissed after the children’s sermon.  Otherwise, kids are dismissed following the announcements.  

Do I wait for the parents to come and pick up their kids or bring them out to the sanctuary/over to the main building?   If you are teaching in the pre-school classroom (classroom in the church), wait for parents to pick up their children.  If you are teaching at Kids Kampus, walk them back at approximately 11:40.  


Will I be teaching by myself? No, we will always have 2 teachers, or a teacher and a helper. We will be matching up 2 adults who don’t have much teaching experience, or assigning an older student as a helper for more experienced teachers. 

 How many students will I have? We are currently averaging between 5-8 preschoolers in each classroom. Our maximum capacity for the 2.5-3 yr old room is 8 for the 4-5 yr olds is 12. If you have more than this number in your class, please send your helper to get Kendra or Kim so that we can help you.

Can a child leave class and return to their parents in the sanctuary or to use the bathroom? Please let your helper escort a child to the bathroom or to their parents. We ask that an adult be present in the classroom at all times. 

What if my helper does not show up? Please check in with your scheduled helper when you arrive at church on your Sunday to teach, and if you can’t find them see Kim.

Is there a photocopy machine available? Yes, in the church office. 

What if I am not able to be in church on my scheduled Sunday? If you know ahead of time, please switch Sunday’s with another teacher in your rotation. If that doesn’t work, go to the substitute list, and lastly call Kim. If you are sick or if there is another short notice situation, you can email Kim Friday night, or call Kim after 7am Sunday morning, please try both 665-5983 and  665-5973. 

What time should I arrive? No later than 10:30, so that you have time to organize your supplies, find your helper, before the kids are dismissed from the service.

What if a child is sick or becomes sick or injured? If a child has any of the following do not allow them in the class:

· Fever over 100 degrees
· Diarrhea
· Vomiting
· Contagious rash
· Cough or anything you may think is contagious
If a child becomes visibly ill during the service have your helper take the child to their parent(s). If a child is injured, please send your helper to find the parent(s) and/or Kendra. Kendra is normally sitting in the back right near the sofas.
What if there is an emergency? Emergency procedures are posted in each room for Fire, Tornado, or other severe weather. In case of an evacuation (for fire), staff will take children out the safest exit to the designated safe spot for each class.  You may not release any child to anyone until you take roll call and head count to make sure you have all the children on your list.  In case of Severe Weather or Tornado you must take children to the safest inner area, which right now are the bathrooms.
When class is over, please tidy up your classroom by putting away all supplies and wiping down the table. At Kids Kampus, please turn the heat down to 50 degrees, and lock the door behind you.
